Quint’s Response to the City’s Housing Policy Changes

Quint Development Corporation has been working on community economic
development and affordable housing in Saskatoon’s core neighbourhoods since
1995. We are deeply concerned with proposed affordable housing policy éhanges
that were brought to city council last Monday. The City is proposing changes that
will limit their financial incentives for affordable housing in areas where there is a
high concentration of affordable rental housing in order to encourage more

housing in other areas where it is lacking.

While we agree with the overall goal of promoting more affordable housing
throughout the City as a whole, it is not clear that the proposed policy
recommendations will accomplish this goal and instead make affordable rental
housing developments in two core neighbourhoods ineligible for funding
assistance. Investment in affordable housing is an integral part of our community
economic development strategy in the core neighbourhoods and the proposed
policies will i,mdermine these efforts by severely restricting investment in two of

the most stressed neighbourhoods in the City.

We question the rational in the proposed policy that assumes if you restrict
financial assistance for housing in one area it will result in more affordable
housing development in other neighbourhoods. Not only does this penalize
Saskatoon’s lowest income neighbourhoods but runs counter to countless

different plans that have been identified for the core neighbourhoods.




The rational for the proposed changes is that public financial assistance has
resulted in an unhealthy concentration of affordable housing in Pleasant Hill and
Riversdale. The City cites lower than average house prices or rental rates, and
higher rental to owner occupied ratios than the average for the whole City as
evidence to support this. However, these conditions began long before the first
dollar of housing subsidy. They are the result of the City’s growth patterns, zoning
bylaws and housing market investment decisions in the core over the past 50
years. These are the factors that have resulted in an aging and poorly maintained
housing stock which is the cause of lower prices and more rentals versus owner
occupied housing. What we have is a housing market failure in these
neighbourhoods and the remedy needs to be more intervention with significantly
more investment in affordable housing and not policies that limit financial
assistance for affordable rental housing in these neighbourhoods. The proposed
'policies will only perpetuate the status quo in the already stressed core area

housing market.

We would like to see proposed policies change so that commuhity economic
development and housing renewal strategies in core area are not hindered as part
of a broader strategy to encourage affordable housing in other parts of

Saskatoon. The two should not be mutually exclusive.
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
