Grounds and Issues

The following Grounds for the appeal were listed by the Appellant in Exhibit A.1:

Ground 1:

The assessment is too high as the house is not and has never been worth over $700,000, as the City would know from property sales data.

Ground 2:

The discount previously applied to the property for having an indoor pool was stopped and no satisfactory explanation was provided.

Ground 3:

There are no homes similar to ours currently listed for anything close to $700,000.

Ground 4:

The square footage used for assessment is too high because the indoor pool area is counted as living area even though is not “livable area” and should be considered the same as an outdoor patio and pool area.

Ground 5:

The high assessment makes the taxes unaffordable for us; the assessment value should be approximately $200,000 less.

Ground 6:

The recent increase of 25 percent in the assessed value is out of touch with the property values in Saskatoon and is unfair and arbitrary without regard to facts.
