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The Community Standards Division, Business License
Program, licenses all businesses operating from a
fixed address within Saskatoon. This includes all home
based businesses as well as businesses operating from
commercial and industrial locations.

The Business Profile Annual Report provides a summary
and analysis of business activity in Saskatoon, including
information on new businesses, commercial/industrial
businesses, and home based businesses for 2018.

All data contained within this publication was obtained
by the City of Saskatoon through the Business License
Program. All businesses have been classified based on
their primary business type or activity according to the
North American Industry Classification System (For more
information on NAICS, visit www.statcan.gc.ca/ and
search “NAICS 2017” or email infostats@statcan.ca).

1,349 new businesses were licensed, which is a 6% decrease from
2017 when a record number of new businesses were established.
This was due to a 14% decrease in the number of new Home

Based Businesses.

566 new Commercial businesses were licensed, which is a 5%
increase over the previous year, and a record high total of 6616
Commercial Businesses.

783 new Home Based Business licenses were issued in 2018 (Home
Based Businesses represented 58% of new business licenses issued
in 2018 and 43% of the total licensed businesses in Saskatoon).

The Downtown area had the greatest number of new commercial/
industrial businesses (representing 6% of all new licensed businesses)
This was followed closely by the Airport Business Area representing
4% of all new licensed businesses.

The Trade (Wholesale & Retail) sector continued to see the highest
number of new commercial / industrial applications (representing 14%
of all new licensed businesses).

Professional, Scientific and Technical Services had the greatest
number of new Home Based licenses issued, (representing 19% of
all new home based businesses). This was followed closely by the
Construction Sector (18%).

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BUSINESS PROFILE - 2018

Total Licensed Businesses

The City of Saskatoon Business License Program requires all businesses to obtain a license prior to operating. In 2018, there were 11,686
businesses licensed by the program. Figure 1 illustrates the overall business growth in Saskatoon and identifies the total number of home
based and commercial/industrial businesses licensed from 2008 to 2018. The total number of businesses has increased by more than 38%
since 2008.

Saskatoon’s total licensed businesses can be divided into two major sectors: (1) goods-
producing and (2) services-producing. As shown in Figure 2, Saskatoon’s economy is
primarily made up of services-producing businesses.

Table 1 provides a breakdown of all licensed businesses in Saskatoon by goods- and

The Trade sector continued to be the largest services-producing sector in 2018. The Trade sector includes both wholesale and retail and
accounts for approximately 20% of all licensed businesses. The Other Services sector (e.g., hair salons, massage therapists, photographers)
showed the largest growth, increasing 8% over 2018. The Construction sector makes up the largest component of the goods-producing sector
and accounts for nearly 17% of all licensed businesses. The top four sectors make up 63% of the total number of licensed businesses in
Saskatoon. These sectors include Trade, Construction, Professional, Scientific & Technical Services, and Other Services. Figure 3 offers a
breakdown of all sectors.

Note: The North American Industry Classification system is comprised of 323 unique group at the ‘Industry Group’ level. The analysis provided above
highlights the top five commercial and home-based industry groups.

Street Use Activity

Street use activity is a unique business license that allows businesses to operate on public property. These include food trucks, mobile
vendors, parking patios and sidewalk cafes.

Food trucks are motorized, mobile, self-contained vehicles that are equipped to cook, prepare and serve food. These mobile businesses may
serve food at metered parking stalls, or on commercially approved private property or at one of many local special events in Saskatoon. In
2018 there were 7 on-street and 8 off-street food trucks in Saskatoon.

Mobile Vending Carts are businesses that sell beverages, food or other products from stationary stands, kiosks or mobile units on public
sidewalks. In 2018, 6 mobile vending carts were licensed in Saskatoon.

Sidewalk Cafes and Parking Patios are located on the sidewalk or metered parking stall adjacent to a business. The purpose of the license is
to promote pedestrian uses and increase street-level activity by creating additional outdoor seating for restaurants and cafes. There were 4
parking patios and 22 sidewalk cafes licensed in 2018.

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Commercial/lndustrial Businesses

In 2018, Saskatoon had a total of 6,616 licensed commercial/industrial businesses representing 57% of all businesses. Table 4 provides a
breakdown of businesses by NAICS sectors for the years 2013 to 2018. Since 2013, commercial/industrial businesses have increased by
10%. The Trade (Wholesale and Retail) sector continues to be the most prevalent at 30% of all commercial businesses. Over the past five
years the Educational Services sector has seen the largest increase at 34% growth, followed by the Accommodation and Food Services sector
with 17% growth.

Commercial/lndustrial Businesses by Neighbourhood

Figure 5 illustrates the distribution of commercial/industrial businesses in Saskatoon by neighbourhood. The neighbourhoods with the greatest
number of commercial/industrial businesses are Downtown (891), North Industrial (732), Hudson Bay Industrial (427), Airport Business Area
(413) and Marquis Industrial (377).

The top sectors found in the Downtown were Trade (20%), Professional, Scientific & Technical Services (16%), and Other Services (15%).
The top sectors found in the North Industrial zoning district were Trade (37%), Other Services (15%), and Construction (12%).

The top sectors found in the Hudson Bay Industrial zoning district were Trade (37%), Construction (21%), and Manufacturing (12%).

The top sectors found in Airport Business Area were Trade (21%), Construction (14%), and Manufacturing (9%).

New Commercial/lndustrial Businesses

The Business License Program issued 566 new commercial/industrial business licenses in 2018. This represents 42% of all new business
licenses issued. Table 5 shows the number of new commercial/industrial business by NAICS sector from 2013 through 2018. The Trade sector,
which consistently has the greatest number of new licenses issued, accounted for 26% of all new commercial/industrial businesses in 2018.
Table 6 lists the top 10 neighbourhoods with the greatest number of new commercial/industrial businesses in 2018.

Home Based Businesses

In 2018, there were a total of 5,070 licensed home based businesses in Saskatoon. The proportion of home based businesses has grown
steadily over the past ten years. There were approximately 4% more home based businesses in 2018 than 2017; 43% of all licensed businesses
are home based. The number of home based businesses has increased by 72% since 2008.

Table 7 summarizes the total number of home based businesses by NAICS sector for the years 2013 to 2018. The data in Table 7 indicates
that the Construction sector continues to be the most prevalent. Over the past five years the Accommodation and Food Service sector has
experienced the greatest percentage increase at 363%. This was due to a large increase in the number of home based catering kitchens in
2016, 2017 and 2018 that resulted from changes to Saskatoon Health Region regulations for home based food preparation. A more detailed
breakdown of the total number of home based businesses by NAICS sub-sector can be found in Appendix 3, page 10.

New Home Based Businesses

The Business License Program issued 783 new home based business licenses in
2018, representing 54% of all new business licenses issued. This is a 6% decrease
from 2017 when a record number of new businesses were established. Table 8
shows the number of new home based business license applications categorized by
NAICS sector from 2013 through 2018. The Professional, Scientific and Technical
Services Sector had the greatest number of new licenses issued, accounting for 20%
of all new home based businesses. This was followed closely by the Construction
sector at 19%. There were 19 new home based businesses in the Accommodation
& Food Service sector, an increase of 171% since 2013, and the largest percentage
increase over all sectors. This was due to a large increase in the number of home
based catering kitchens in in 2016 and2017 that resulted from changes to Saskatoon
Health Region regulations for home based food preparation. Table 9 lists the top 10
neighbourhoods with the greatest number of new home based businesses in 2018.
