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Executive Summary 

The City of Saskatoon retained PINTER & Associates Ltd. (PINTER) to provide a 

Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) on the City of Saskatoon Transit 

properties located at 301 24
th

 Street West, 230 Avenue C North, 232 Avenue C North, 

240 Avenue C North, 316 Avenue C North, and 321 Avenue C North (collectively 

referred to as the Site) in the City of Saskatoon, Saskatchewan (SK).   

The 301 24
th

 Street West property is currently the City of Saskatoon Transit 

administration building and bus storage barn.  A previously completed remediation 

report detailed that hydrocarbon impacted soil was left in place beneath the northwest 

parking lot.  Surficial hydrocarbon staining was also noted throughout the bus storage 

barn and adjacent to the exterior of the building, on Avenue D North.  Diesel 

particulate staining was observed on the walls of the administration portion of the 

building and on the exposed fiberglass insulation and surfaces on the ceiling of the 

bus storage barns.  A Phase II ESA investigation is required to confirm or refute the 

possibility of hydrocarbon related environmental impacts. 

The properties located at 230 Avenue C North, 232 Avenue C North, and 

240 Avenue C North are currently used for City of Saskatoon Transit staff parking.  

Sufficient information was not available to confirm or refute the presence of an 

underground fuel tank on the 232 Avenue C North property.  A Phase II investigation 

is required to confirm or refute the presence of a tank and if present, the possibility of 

related environmental impacts.   

The property located at 316 Avenue C North is currently used for the City of 

Saskatoon Transit staff parking.  Oily substances and stains were noted on the City of 

Saskatoon Transit maintenance parking lot located west of this property.  Impacts 

from the maintenance operation to the west could potentially migrate to the property 

via surface water flow.  Underground fuel storage tanks have been operated at the 

City of Saskatoon maintenance site.  Interview evidence also indicated that engine 

parts were placed in the former mechanic’s pits of the original transit building when it 

was demolished.  A potential exists for subsurface environmental impacts migrating 

east (assumed direction of groundwater flow) to 316 Avenue C North.  A Phase II 

ESA investigation is required to confirm or refute the possibility of hydrocarbon 

related environmental impacts. 
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The property located at 321 Avenue C North is currently used as a City of Saskatoon 

Transit maintenance building.  Interview evidence and available historical 

information was unable to determine if all historical fuel and oil tanks and related 

impacts were removed from the property.  Hydraulic hoists are currently located in 

the maintenance building.  Hydraulic hoists can leak hydraulic fluid into the ground; 

however the probability of this occurring cannot be determined with the information 

available.  Interview evidence also indicated that engine parts were placed in the 

former mechanic’s pits of the original transit building when it was demolished.  A 

Phase II ESA investigation is required to confirm or refute the possibility of 

environmental impacts. 

Due to the age of the building located at 321 Avenue C North, lead-based paint may 

have been used during the early construction and maintenance.  Analysis of samples 

collected from the painted surfaces in the older portions of the building is required to 

confirm or refute the presence of lead containing paint.     
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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

The City of Saskatoon retained PINTER & Associates Ltd. (PINTER) to provide a 

Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) on properties located at 

301 24
th 

Street West, 230 Avenue C North, 232 Avenue C North, 

240 Avenue C North, 316 Avenue C North, and 321 Avenue C North (collectively 

referred to as the Site) in the City of Saskatoon, Saskatchewan (SK).  The locations of 

these properties are presented on Figure 1, Appendix A.  Verbal approval to conduct 

the investigation was received from Mr. Rob Tomiyama on 02 April 14.  

The purpose of the Phase I ESA was to identify areas of potential environmental 

concern (APEC) and potential chemicals of concern (PCOC) resulting from historical 

and current land use on the property and adjacent properties.   

1.1 SCOPE OF WORK 

The Phase I ESA was performed in accordance with the standards established by the 

Canadian Standards Association (CSA) in the document titled “Z768-01 (R2012); 

Phase I Environmental Site Assessment” (CSA 2012).  The Phase I ESA is based on 

historical information gathered and a visual inspection of the Site.  The historical 

information review was restricted to information available to PINTER during the 

term of this investigation. 

The scope of work included the following tasks:  

 Review historical land titles (for a minimum of 60 years), historical aerial 

photographs, publically available city documents, fire insurance plans, 

Henderson and Polk Directories, and provincial regulatory databases. 

 Review of information available at the City of Saskatoon. 

 Review of previous environmental reports, if made available. 

 Interview people with information pertaining to current and historical 

activities on the Site. 

 Perform a Site reconnaissance and inspection. 

 Evaluate the data and prepare a report summarizing the investigation and 

findings. 
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2.0 SITE AND ADJACENT LAND USE  

DESCRIPTION 

The Site is a group of properties located at 301 24
th

 Street West and 230, 232, 240, 

316, and 321 Avenue C North in the City of Saskatoon.  Adjacent land use to the Site 

includes a mixture of commercial, residential, and industrial properties.  Adjacent 

land use is presented on Figure 2, Appendix A. 

2.1 GENERAL SITE DESCRIPTION 

The legal Site locations are described as follows:  

301 24th Street West 

Lots 1 to 13, Block 14, Plan G582; Lot 14A, Block 14, Plan G582; Lots 32 to 36, 

Block 14, Plan G582; Lots 38 to 41, Block 14, Plan G582 and Lots 44 to 45, 

Block 14, Plan G582.  The property is approximately 7,980 square metres (m
2
) in size 

and consists of a single building that functions as an administration building and bus 

storage barn for the City of Saskatoon Transit Operations. 

230 Avenue C North 

Lot 63, Block 15, Plan 101339580 and Lots 64 to 67, Block 15, Plan 101339603.  

The property is approximately 745 m
2 

in size and consists of a parking lot that is used 

by City of Saskatoon Transit staff.  

232 Avenue C North 

Lots 34 to 36, Block 15, Plan G582.  The property is approximately 720 m
2
 in size 

and consists of a parking lot that is used by City of Saskatoon Transit staff.  

240 Avenue C North 

Lots 37 to 40, Block 15, Plan G582.  The property is approximately 1,300 m
2
 in size 

and consists of a parking lot that is used by City of Saskatoon Transit staff.  

316 Avenue C North 

Lot 16, Block 18, Plan G582 and Lot 52, Block 18, Plan 101339692.  The property is 

approximately 485 m
2
 in size and consists of a parking lot that is used by City of 

Saskatoon Transit staff. 
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321 Avenue C North 

Lots 13 to 36, Block 19, Plan G582 and Lots A and B, Block 19, Plan G582.  The 

property is approximately 7,100 m
2
 in size and consists of a single building that 

functions as a maintenance garage for the City of Saskatoon Transit Operations as 

well as storage/parking area on the north side. 

2.2 ZONING 

The Site is zoned Limited Intensity Light Industrial District, IL1 (City of Saskatoon, 

2014).  Permitted uses include all uses except those listed as prohibited or 

discretionary.  Prohibited uses include dwellings, campgrounds, gas 

manufacturing/bulk storage, and elementary/high schools.  Discretionary uses include 

child care centers, pre-schools, and adult day care centers.  A list of the permitted and 

discretionary uses is included in the zoning bylaws attached in Appendix B.  A 

portion of the City of Saskatoon Zoning Map is included as Figure 3, Appendix A.  A 

summary of on-Site and adjacent land uses is presented in Table A.

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3.0 GEOLOGICAL SETTING 

3.1 GENERAL AREA LANDFORM AND STRATIGRAPHY 

The Site is in the physiographic region known as the Saskatchewan Rivers Plain and 

is characterized as gently undulating to rolling lacustrine-alluvial (glacial lake) plains, 

aeolian plains (dunes), and till plains (Acton et. al., 1960).  

The geology in this area is complicated due to characteristics of glacial and river 

deposits.  Deposits of sands, silts and clays are mixed and inter-bedded above the 

Glacial Till (Karrow, et al. 1998).  Surficial geology in the vicinity of the Site would 

include soils of the Saskatoon Group within the top 33 metres (m).  The Saskatoon 

Group soils in the area of the Site include surficial stratified deposits to 

approximately 10 m below ground surface (bgs), Battleford Formation tills to 

approximately 23 m bgs, and Floral Formation tills to approximately 33 m bgs.  

Surficial stratified deposits consist of silt, sand and gravel sized particles.  Battleford 

Formation soils are characterized as soft, massive and oxidized tills, while the Floral 

tills are firm to hard in consistency, and fractured with iron and manganese staining 

(MDH, 2011). 

The Saskatoon Group overlays soils of the Sutherland Group.  The Sutherland Group 

soil formations within the Site include the Dundurn Formation to approximately 

49 m bgs.  The Dundurn Formation soils consist of grey, calcareous, silt and clay tills.  

The Sutherland Group overlies soils of the Montana Group.  The Montana Group soil 

formations within the Site include the Judith River Formation to approximately 

75 m bgs, and Lea Park Formation to approximately 95 m bgs (MDH, 2011). 

3.2 HYDROGEOLOGY AND GROUNDWATER 

The area surrounding 301 24
th 

Street West, 230 Avenue C North, 

232 Avenue C North, 240 Avenue C North, 316 Avenue C North, and 

321 Avenue C North is relatively flat though the area to the north does rise in 

elevation toward 33
rd

 Street.  The property located at 316 Avenue C North had a 

gentle slope to the west towards Avenue C North.  The nearest surficial water body is 

the South Saskatchewan River, approximately 1,400 m east of the Site.  

A water well search was conducted on 03 April 2014 by reviewing the Saskatchewan 

Water Security Agency (SWSA) online water well database (SWSA, 2014).  The 
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search includes all registered groundwater wells and test holes potentially located 

within 1,000 m of the Site; however, not all well records may be included in the 

database.  The current status of the registered wells was not field-verified under the 

scope of this investigation. 

A total of eleven (11) water well records were identified within the search area: 

one (1) for domestic withdrawal, six (6) for industrial withdrawal, three (3) research 

test holes, and one (1) domestic test hole.  The completion dates for the wells ranged 

from 1929 to 1987.  The water well completion depths ranged between 7.9 to 

118.3 m bgs.  Static water levels were reported in six (6) wells and ranged from 1.8 to 

17.4 m bgs.  A summary of the water well search results is presented in Table 1, 

Appendix C.  Copies of the water well driller reports are available in Appendix D. 
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4.0 SITE HISTORY 

4.1 HISTORICAL ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTS 

A Phase I ESA was previously completed for the property located at 

316 Avenue C North by AGRA Earth & Environmental Limited.  The Phase I ESA 

Report was dated 20 January 1998.  No environmental concerns were identified in 

regards to the historical and present day land use of the Site and adjacent properties.   

A site remediation of the diesel fuel storage facility located at 301 24
th 

Street West 

was completed by P. Machibroda Engineering.  The remediation report was dated 

29 June 2001.  Two (2) underground storage tanks (USTs) and approximately 

150 cubic metres (m
3
) of hydrocarbon impacted soil were removed from the north 

side of the property.  Hydrocarbon impacted soil located along the west portion of the 

excavation was left in place due to the recent installation of USTs.  Hydrocarbon 

impacted soil located along the south side of the excavation was left in place as to 

avoid disturbing the building.   

Copies of the reports are presented in Appendix E. 

4.2 LAND TITLES 

A summary of the land titles is presented in Table 2 through Table 7.  Copies of the 

land titles for a minimum of the past 60 years for the Site are available in Appendix F.  

The only owner(s) noted on the land titles that may be of concern was Saskatchewan 

Federated Co-operatives Limited (lots1-16, 32-37) and their association with 

Co-operatives that operate gas bars and bulk fuel storage plants.  However, the 

ownership is shown as Saskatchewan Federated Co-operatives Limited who do not 

directly own gas bars and bulk fuel storage plants.   

No immediate environmental concerns were noted in the land titles review.  

4.3 BUILDING PERMITS 

The City of Saskatoon provided a summary of building permits from 1909 to 2004.

Available building plans for 301 24
th 

Street West and 321 Avenue C North were 

reviewed to determine building materials, the location of historic and current fuel 

tanks, current and historic hoists, and the location of interceptor and containment 

sumps.  A copy of the building permit information and select building plans are 

presented in Appendix G.  
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4.4 HISTORIC FIRE INSURANCE MAPS 

Historic fire insurance maps were published for the Site in 1911, 1923, and 1958.  

The 1923 map notes a fuel storage tank on the 321 Avenue C North property, 

approximately 40 m south of the northeast property boundary (across from 316 

Avenue C North).  Two (2) fuel storage tanks were also included in the 1958 map on 

the 321 Avenue C North property, approximately 20 m east of Avenue D North, near 

the southwest corner of the property.  A coal boiler is noted on the 1923 map in the 

northwest corner of 321 Avenue C North.   

In the 1923 map, two (2) fuel storage tanks were located on the property currently 

listed as 210 Avenue D North, located approximately 25 m south of the southwest 

corner of 301 24
th 

Street West.  In the 1923 and 1958 maps, two (2) additional fuel 

storage tanks were located approximately 45 m south of the southeast corner of 

301 24
th 

Street West, at 304 23
rd 

Street West.   

A dry cleaning business is noted at the southeast corner of Jameson Street and 

Avenue C N.   

Fuel storage tanks are also present on the property located at 225 Avenue B North in 

the 1923 and 1958 maps.  

Copies of the fire insurance maps are presented in Appendix H. 

4.5 HISTORIC AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHS 

Fifteen (15) aerial photographs dating from 1927 to 2011 were reviewed.  Detailed 

notes from the aerial photograph review are outlined in Table 8 and Table 9, 

Appendix C.  Copies of the aerial photographs are in Appendix I. 

The transit site located at 301 24
th 

Street West was evident in the 1966 photograph.  

Additions to the building were noted in the 1967, 1979, and 1987 photographs. 

The property located at 230 Avenue C North was developed in the 1949 air photo 

with a single building which was no longer present in the 1974 photo.   

A single building occupied the property at 232 Avenue C North in the 1927 

photograph.  The building was no longer present in the 1987 photograph and had 

been replaced by a parking lot.   
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A single building occupied the property at 240 Avenue C North in the 1927 

photograph.  Buildings on the west portion of the property were absent in the 1987 

photograph, having being replaced by a parking lot.  

The development on the transit site located at 321 Avenue C North was evident in the 

1927 aerial photograph with one (1) large building and two (2) small buildings 

occupying the Site.  Additions made to the building were observed in the 1958, 1966, 

1979, and 1987 photographs.  The large building at the north of the property was first 

evident in 1927 with addition(s) over the years to its final configuration showing in 

1966.  The building is no longer evident in the 2001 photograph.  A new radio tower 

was observed in the 1994 photograph and the original transit building was no longer 

present in the 2001 photograph.   

4.6 HISTORIC HENDERSON DIRECTORY SEARCH 

Historical Henderson/Polk Directories provide information on the historic tenants in 

many cities and some town properties.  Directories are available from 1909 through 

2000.   

A search of the directories was conducted on 11 April 2014.  The first listing for 

321 Avenue C North was in 1913 as Saskatoon Transit System.  The first listing for 

301 24
th 

Street West was in 1982 as Saskatoon Transit Operations.  The addresses 

240 Avenue C North and 232 Avenue C North were first listed in 1910 as residential 

properties.  316 and 230 Avenue C North were not listed in the directories. 

The adjacent properties were listed as commercial, residential, and industrial from 

1910 through 2000. 

Table 10, Appendix C, presents a summary of the Henderson Directory search results.  

4.7 THE CITY OF SASKATOON FIRE DEPARTMENT 

A file search request was submitted to the City of Saskatoon Fire Department on 

02 April 2014.  No spills, leaks, underground storage tanks, storage of dangerous 

goods, or fire orders were on file with the City of Saskatoon Fire Department. 

The Fire Department’s records indicate that the last fire inspection on 

301 24
th 

Street West was performed in July 2008, with results indicating that the 

building does not meet minimum requirements for fire and life safety.   
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The Fire Department’s records indicate that a 250 gallon (1,127 L) tank containing 

fuel was to be installed on 232 Avenue C North in 1951.  A return letter from the Fire 

Department to the Roto-Matic Company Ltd., dated 10 October 1951, approved the 

installation of oil burning equipment on 232 Avenue C North.  A permit number 

(40540) was written on this letter in pencil.   

The Fire Department’s records indicate that the last fire inspection on 

321 Avenue C North was performed in August 2008, with results indicating that the 

building does not meet minimum requirements for fire and life safety.   

No files were on record for the properties located at 230 and 240 Avenue C North.   

A copy of the response letters and associated inspection reports are presented in 

Appendix J. 

4.8 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS STORAGE AND REGISTERED SPILLS 

DATABASE 

A search of the Saskatchewan Ministry of Environment (SMOE) Hazardous Material 

Storage database on 14 April 2014 found that 301 24
th 

Street West is registered as a 

hazardous materials storage facility (#8764) listed as “Under Construction”.  Four (4) 

hazardous materials storage facilities were identified within the vicinity of the Site:   

 Dairy Producers Co-operative Ltd. (#7106) located at 501 23rd Street West, 

approximately 145 m southwest of the southwest corner of 301 23rd Street West, 

listed as “Reclaimed”.   

 Western Petroleum Service Storage Site (#8421) located at 419 23rd Street West, 

approximately 115 m southwest of the southwest corner of 301 23rd Street West, 

listed as “Decommissioning”.   

 Bi-Lo Gas Super Service Storage Site (#11304) located at 304 23rd Street West, 

approximately 35 m south of the southeast corner of 301 23rd Street West, listed 

as “Inactive”. 

 United Cab Co. Ltd. Storage Site (#11933) located at 215 Avenue B North, 

approximately 40 m south of 230 Avenue C North, listed as “Under 

Construction”.   

Records of spills within the boundaries of the Site were not found.  The results of the 

SMOE database search are presented in Appendix K.

4.9 LIMITED INTERVIEWS 

Interviews were conducted on 9, 11, and 15 April 2014 in-person and on 

25 April 2014 on the phone.  Additional information was also provided via email.  

The following is a summary of the information gathered.   

Mr. Walter Plessl, Maintenance Manager, Utilities Services Department, City of 

Saskatoon 

 Mr. Plessl has been on Site for 33 years.  

 An auto body repair shop had been operated on the property adjacent to the 

south property line of 301 24
th 

Street West at 210 Avenue D N.    

 Transit originated in Saskatoon in 1913 and the original transit building was 

located where the parking lot is on the northern portion of 

321 Avenue C North.  

 (In the early maintenance areas there were narrow, trench-like mechanic’s 

(service and maintenance or grease) pits over which the buses would drive.  

Mechanics would enter the mechanic’s pits to allow them access to the buses’ 

undercarriage for repair and maintenance.)  Mr. Plessl recalls that before the 

“grease pits” (mechanic’s pits) were filled-in on the original transit building 

site at 321 Avenue C North, they were filled with engine parts.  Mr. Plessl 

also believes that the tracks are still present underneath the parking lot 

surface.   

 The original building located at 301 24
th 

Street West was built in the early 

1970s and the administration portion was built in 1984.  

 The interior walls of the administration building are painted approximately 

every five years due to diesel particulate staining.  The offices in the northeast 

corner are painted most often because of the fumes from the buses entering 

from 24
th

 Street West. 

 The air conditioning units are upgraded approximately every 15 years.   

 The fuel tanks on the north side of 301 24
th 

Street West were installed in the 

mid-1980s and were subsequently pulled out in the mid-1990s due to leakage.  

Secondary containment was then installed and new tanks were installed. 

 The diesel containment sump near the fueling station in the bus storage barn 

and the used oil containment sump in the maintenance garage are pumped out; 

that is they do not discharge into the environment. 

 Mr. Plessl is uncertain if the water from the interceptor sumps enters the 

sanitary or storm sewer.  

 The hydraulic cylinders under Hoist #1, #5, and #10 in the maintenance 

garage and in Shop B were removed and filled with concrete.  Previous hoists 

were also located in the east and west ends of Shop B.   
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 Mr. Plessl is uncertain to where the drain located below the piping for the 

hydraulic hoist drains.   

 Historically, the boiler system in 321 Avenue C North used fuel oil as fuel but 

has since been converted to natural gas.  Mr. Plessl is uncertain whether or not 

the oil tank was removed.  

 Mr. Plessl believes the fuel tanks located near the small loading outside the 

boiler room have been removed.   

 The waste generated in the building on 321 Avenue C North is collected in 

storage containers which are picked up by a disposal company. 

 Historically, the fueling station was located in the west end of Shop B.  

Mr. Plessl believes these vent lines visible on the exterior of the building are 

from the old fuel tank.  Mr. Plessl recalls that the old fuel and wash tanks 

previously located at 321 Avenue C North were moved to 

301 24
th 

Street West.   

Mr. Rob Tomiyama, Project Manager, Major Projects Division, Transportation 

& Utilities Department, City of Saskatoon  

 Monitoring wells were installed on the south side of 24
th

 Street West.  

 The carpet in the second floor administration reception area is recyclable 

carpet tile.  

 The bus exhaust in the maintenance garage is vented through hoses into traps 

located in the floor.   

Mr. Keith Morson, Superintendent, Program Facilities, City of Saskatoon  

 A vent pipe located on the northeast corner of the building located at 301 24
th

 

Street West is part of the fire sprinkler system.   

 Mr. Morson indicated that when required, the containment sump located 

adjacent to the fueling station in the bus storage area at 301 24
th

 Street West is 

pumped out by a contractor. 

 Mr. Morson is uncertain if the water from the interceptor sump enters the 

sanitary or storm sewer.   

 The exhaust system in the maintenance garage includes traps in the floor and 

overhead reels that are connected to an exhaust fan.  The exhaust is then 

discharged, unfiltered, through the roof to the exterior.     

Mr. Daryl Hiebert, Fleet Guide Truck and Trailer Repair 

 Mr. Hiebert indicated that no fuel tanks, interceptor sumps, or hydraulic hoists 

are present on the property. 

 An above ground waste oil tank is present on the property and is pumped out 

by a contractor when required. 
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 No additional chemicals are used or stored on the property.   

 When brake shoes are removed from vehicles, they are returned to the 

distributor.  Dust from brake work is swept up and disposed of in the garbage.   

Mr. Gerard Kaal, ADI Auto Inc. 

 Property at 210 Avenue D North is a car sales center.  No auto body or repair 

work is done on the property any more. 

 Mr. Kaal did not have any information regarding the historic fuel tanks or 

activities on the property. 
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5.0 SITE VISIT 

Site visits were carried out on 9, 11, and 15 April 2014.  Figure 2 presents the Site 

and adjacent land use.  Select Site photographs are presented in Appendix L.   

5.1 301 24
TH

 STREET WEST 

Building Exterior 

Development on the property included a single building on the south side of 24
th

 

Street West.  The exterior construction of the building consisted of brick and metal 

cladding (Photo 1, Appendix L).  Horizontal bi-fold garage doors occupied the west 

wall of the building along Avenue D North and additional doors were located on the 

south, east, and north portions of the building.  Overhead door sensors were noted 

above each bi-fold door.  

The building occupied the majority of the property with the northwest corner of the 

property used as a parking lot.  The parking lot contained two (2) storm sewers, 

two (2) monitoring wells, two (2) large diameter manhole covers, and two (2) small 

diameter covers.  The building wall located on the south portion of the parking lot 

contained a vertical vent line that originated from the ground, and a Veeder-Root fuel 

monitoring alarm system.   

A solid waste disposal bin that contained cardboard and miscellaneous garbage was 

located near the northwest corner of the property.  An oily sheen was noted on the 

driveway adjacent to Door 8, on Avenue D North.  

Power lines were observed running east-west along the south side of 24
th

 Street West.  

Natural gas entered the building on the west wall adjacent to the parking area and a 

pole mounted transformer and electrical box were noted on the northern edge of the 

parking lot.   

Roof access was granted on the eastern portion of the building.  Heating, ventilation, 

and air conditioning (HVAC) components were observed.  Pigeons and pigeon 

deterrent measures were also noted.   

Building Interior 

Figure 4 presents the interior layout of the building located at 321 24
th

 Street West. 
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This facility housed two separate functions.  The southernmost portion of the 

building, located along the east portion of 24
th

 Street West, served as the 

administrative centre and the northernmost portion of the building provided bus 

storage.   

The Administration Building 

The administration portion of the building was accessed from the exterior through a 

set of double entry doors on 24
th

 Street West.  The interior entrance contained a 

reception counter with a glass partition and the building materials consisted of tile 

flooring, drywall, and suspended ceiling.  The staircase located east of the entrance 

led to the second floor administration area.  The second floor administration area 

included offices, a training room, a conference room, a photocopy area, a computer 

server room, a lunch room, washrooms, a uniform room, and several storage rooms.  

Building materials in the second floor administration area consisted of carpet 

(including recyclable carpet tile), drywall, and suspended ceiling.  Thermostats 

(Photo 5, Appendix L) were noted throughout the administration area and the lunch 

room contained a refrigerator.  Water staining was noted on the ceiling tile in several 

locations throughout this portion of the building including in the conference room, the 

hallway outside the computer server room, and in the file storage room (Photo 4, 

Appendix L).  Diesel particulate staining was also noted on the walls in several rooms 

(Photo 3, Appendix L).  Two (2) vent lines were spotted on the roof of the southern 

portion of the building from a south facing office window (Photo 9, Appendix L).  

These vent lines were related to the back-up generator located in the bus storage barn.  

A stairwell led down to a main floor area that contained washrooms, a janitorial 

room, a mechanical room, and storage rooms.  The janitorial room contained small 

quantities of common cleaning supplies and equipment.  The mechanical room 

contained the natural gas hot water and heating systems and related piping.  The pipe 

elbows were clad in an insulating compound that may potentially contain asbestos 

(Photo 6, Appendix L). 

The eastern portion of the main floor administration area was accessed through a man 

door located west of the main interior entrance.  This area of the building included 

dispatch, offices, a mechanical room, a coin room, an operators lounge, locker rooms, 

and washrooms.  Building materials throughout the main floor administration area 

consisted of linoleum, vinyl tile, carpet, drywall, metal cladding, and suspended 

ceiling.  The mechanical room in this area contained the fire suppression system 
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(Photo 7, Appendix L).  A refrigerated vending machine and a small refrigerator were 

noted adjacent to the operators lounge.  The sewer pipes in the men’s locker room 

were identified as asbestos cement pipe (Photo 8, Appendix L).  

Lighting throughout the entire administration portion of the building was provided by 

fluorescent and incandescent fixtures and bulbs.   

Bus Storage Barn 

The northeast corner of the bus storage barn was accessed through a man door located 

south of the dispatch area.  Building materials in the bus storage barn consisted of 

concrete, cinderblock, metal cladding, and blown-on fire retardant insulation (might 

be cellulose based).  The street entrance located in the northeast corner of the bus 

storage barns was equipped with a single-chambered sump fed by an east-west floor 

grate that extended the width of the entrance driveway.  This sump was noted to be 

nearly full.  A floor grate also ran north-south along the western portion of the 

building and a two-chambered interceptor sump was observed adjacent to this grate, 

near the southwest corner of the building.   

The fueling station, oil station (Photo 13, Appendix L), and bus wash station 

(Photo 10, Appendix L) were located in the northwest portion of the storage barn.  

Chemical storage in this area included 20 liter (L) containers of disinfectant, 200 L 

drums and storage containers of antifreeze, windshield washer concentrate, vehicle 

wash, and degreaser, and 1,000 L storage containers of diesel exhaust fluid.  

Three (3), motor oil, storage containers, approximately 1,000 L each, were situated 

along the northwest wall.  The fueling station was equipped with two (2) sets of fuel 

pumps, spill kits, and a self-contained sump.  The sump had no discharge and is 

emptied as required by a vac truck.  A floor grate (covering a floor drain) ran east-

west below the bus washing station and ended near a two-chambered interceptor 

sump near the east end of the building.  A containment sump below the bus wash was 

marked with a warning sign that indicated a depth of 3.0 m.   

The central portion of the bus storage barn contained a diesel-powered backup power 

generator system with fuel tank.  Two vents extended to the roof from this area one 

was the tank vent and the other was the exhaust for the generator.  The bus tracks ran 

west to east in this portion of the building, starting with Track 1 in the north, and 

ending in Track 8 in the south.  Storage in this area included buses, advertising signs, 

and engine parts.  An interceptor sump was located near the generator system, along 
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Track 1, and was inaccessible to inspect due to bus storage.  Engine parts were lined 

up along the east-west wall adjacent to Track 8.  The water supply for the building 

entered on the west end of this section, on Track 8.   

The southern portion of the storage barn contained Tracks 9 to 13.  The bus tracks ran 

west to east in this portion of the building, starting with Track 9 in the north, and 

ending in Track 13 in the south.  Storage in this area included buses, bus shelter 

materials, construction signs, and wheel rims.  A large black, non-tacky surficial stain 

was noted near the south wall, amongst the shelter materials.  A north-south floor 

grate was located in the eastern portion of this area and was intersected by a 

two-chambered interceptor sump.  When examined, this sump was found to have a 

strong sewer smell.  A second interceptor sump was located in the southwest corner 

of this area, along Track 11, but was inaccessible due to bus storage.  Pigeon 

waste/droppings were noted in the southwest portion of the building.   

The concrete in the interceptor sumps in the bus storage barn appeared (on visual 

inspection) to be in good repair and no cracks were noted.   

The wall and ceiling surfaces throughout the storage barn, including the blown-on 

flame retardant insulation, were observed to be stained with diesel exhaust 

particulates (Photo 12, Appendix L).  Surficial fuel and oil staining on the concrete 

floor was also noted throughout the bus storage barn (Photo 11, Appendix L).  Pipe 

insulation noted on ceiling of the bus storage barn may potentially contain asbestos.  

Adjacent Land Use 

North of 301 24
th

 Street West was the City of Saskatoon Transit maintenance building 

and residential houses. 

East of the property was the City of Saskatoon Transit staff parking lot, a single 

railway track, and Saskatoon Station Place. 

South of the property, on Avenue D North was a vacant building (formerly Olson 

Auto Body), and ADI Auto Inc. (Photo 49, Appendix L).  Darcy’s 23
rd

 Street Service 

was located at the corner of 23
rd

 Street West and Avenue C North (Photo 48, 

Appendix L).  Further south was a single railway line, Railway Gas & Convenience, 

Atomic Auto Service (Photo 47, Appendix L), and City Center Bingo.

West of the property, on Avenue D North was a residential condominium (Photo 50, 

Appendix L) and the offices of AODBT Architecture + Interior Design.  Further west 

were residential houses.   

5.2 230, 232, AND 234 AVENUE C NORTH 

The property consisted of a gravel parking lot located at the intersection of 

24
th 

Street West and Avenue C North (Photos 39 and 40, Appendix L).  The parking 

lot included electrified stalls and a chain link fence was noted running east-west on 

the southern portion of the property.  A solid waste disposal bin was noted on the 

southeast corner of the property and contained household garbage.  The southeast 

portion of the property was bordered by an asphalt pathway and a single set of 

railway tracks.  Power lines were noted running east-west on the south side of 24
th

 

Street West, and north-south connecting to a power pole (with transformer) on the 

eastern portion of the parking lot.  Two (2) electrical panels were noted, one on the 

east portion of the parking lot and one on the southwest corner of the parking lot.  

Adjacent Land Use 

North of City of Saskatoon Transit parking lot was residential houses, residential 

townhouses, and a parking lot containing several semi-trailers.   

East of the property was a single railway line (Photo 41, Appendix L), and Saskatoon 

Station Place.   

South of the property was Railway Gas & Convenience and Atomic Auto Service.   

West of the property was the City of Saskatoon Transit administration and bus 

storage building, and Darcy’s 23
rd

 Street Service was located at the corner of 23
rd

 

Street West and Avenue C North.  

5.3 316 AVENUE C NORTH 

The property consisted of a gravel parking lot located on the east side of 

Avenue C North (Photo 42, Appendix L).  The parking lot surface was wet from rain 

and melting snow.  Stains were not observed on the parking lot surface.  A sign 

located on east portion of the property indicated that this location was used for Transit 

staff parking.  A line of concrete jersey barriers ran east-west along the north 

boundary of the property.  The south portion of the property was intersected by a 

chain link fence that ran east-west and was topped with four strands of barbwire.  
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Power lines were observed running east-west and north-south along the side and rear 

access lanes adjacent to the property.  Four (4) electrical transformers were noted on a 

pole mounted platform located on the southeast portion of the property (Photo 44, 

Appendix L).   

Adjacent Land Use 

North of 316 Avenue C North was a parking lot containing several semi-trailers and 

miscellaneous debris (Photo 43, Appendix L).  Further north were residential houses.  

Several of the backyards of the residential properties contained garbage and 

miscellaneous debris.   

East of the property was Fleet Guide Truck and Trailer Repair (Photo 46, 

Appendix L).  The property occupied by Fleet Guide Truck and Trailer Repair 

contained automotive parts, semi-trailers, a waste steel bin, and miscellaneous storage 

(Photo 45, Appendix L).  Further east was the Holiday Inn Express Hotel and Suites. 

South of the property was residential townhouses and residential houses.  Further 

south, across 24
th

 Street West was the City of Saskatoon Transit parking lot. 

West of the property was the City of Saskatoon Transit maintenance building.  

Surficial hydrocarbon staining was observed on the parking lot surface of the Transit 

maintenance building and an oily sheen was observed on snow melt water.  Further 

west, across Avenue D North was residential houses. 

5.4 321 AVENUE C NORTH 

Building Exterior 

Development on the property included a single building on the west side of Avenue C 

North.  The exterior construction of the building consisted of brick, cinderblock, and 

metal cladding (Photo 15, Appendix L).  Overhead doors occupied the west wall of 

the building along Avenue D North and additional doors were located on the south, 

and east portions of the building.  Overhead door sensors were noted above each 

door. 

The building occupied the majority of the property with the northwest portion of the 

property used as a storage yard and the northeast portion as a parking lot.  The storage 

yard contained buses, empty storage drums and containers, wooden pallets, a railcar 

storage container, a shed, utility trailers, a Bobcat skid steer, a steel disposal bin, and 
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engine parts.  A radio tower and storm sewer were located adjacent to the northwest 

wall of the building.  Surficial hydrocarbon staining was noted throughout the storage 

yard (Photo 18, Appendix L). 

The footings and tile flooring from a previous building were noted in the northeast 

parking lot area.  Heavy surficial hydrocarbon staining and an oily sheen on the 

surface of snowmelt water were noted along the northwest wall of the building 

(Photo 16, Appendix L). 

A vent line was spotted above Door 19 on the west wall of the building along 

Avenue D North (Photo 17, Appendix L).  Three (3) vent lines were also observed on 

the walls located north of Door 24, near a small loading area on the north side 24
th

 

Street West (Photos 19 and 20, Appendix L).  A solid waste disposal bin that 

contained cardboard and miscellaneous garbage was located near the southwest 

corner of the property near the loading area. 

Natural gas service lines entered the building through the east wall located in the 

small loading area on the north side of 24
th

 Street West.  Power lines were observed 

running north-south along the west side of Avenue C North, and east-west along an 

access alley north of the property.  A platform mounted transformer was noted on the 

northeast corner of the property.   

Building Interior 

Figure 4 presents the interior layout of the building located at 301 Avenue C North. 

The interior of the building was accessed through a man door on Avenue C North, on 

the southeast corner of the building.  The building included three (3) main portions: 

the southeastern portion of the building, located along the east section of 24
th

 Street 

West, served as the maintenance garage, and the southwestern portion of the building, 

located along the west section of 24
th

 Street West, served mainly as storage, and was 

referred to as the gas garage.  The north portion of the building served as a second 

maintenance garage, and was referred to as Shop B.   

Maintenance Garage 

The construction materials in the maintenance garage consisted of concrete, 

cinderblock, and metal cladding.  
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The southeastern maintenance garage contained Hoists #1 to #5.  Hoists #2, #3, and 

#4 were in-ground, hydraulic hoists.  Hoists #1 and #5 were floor mounted electric 

hoists.  The pits beneath Hoists #1 and #5 had been filled in with concrete.  The 

piping for the hydraulic hoists ran through a corridor below floor level.  When 

inspected, oily sludge and a drain were noted beneath the piping (Photo 24, 

Appendix L).   

A floor grate/drain ran east-west along the length of the south side of the building and 

led to a single chambered sump.  Exhaust piping for the buses was hanging on the 

south wall and the in-ground traps for the exhaust system were observed at the south 

end of each hoist (Photo 22, Appendix L).   

A 550 gallon (2,000 L) below ground, used oil, containment sump was situated in the 

southeast corner of the building (Photo 21, Appendix L).  Surficial hydrocarbon 

staining was observed surrounding the used oil containment sump.  A monitoring 

well was located adjacent to the opening of the used oil containment sump and a two-

chambered interceptor sump was located in the southeast corner of the building. 

A welding booth was located in the northeast corner of the maintenance garage.  The 

north portion of the garage was used as a machine shop and the mechanical tools in 

this area included lathes, a hydraulic press, milling machines, saws, and a drill press 

(Photo 25, Appendix L).  Self-contained solvent and parts washing stations were 

noted in the machine shop.  Surficial hydrocarbon staining on the concrete floor 

surface was noted throughout the machine shop.   

A lunch room was located in the east portion of the maintenance garage and 

contained two (2) refrigerators, a vending machine, microwaves, a sink, and a seating 

area.  The men’s locker room was located adjacent to the lunchroom.  The locker 

room consisted of a hand washing station, washroom, and shower.  The mechanical 

room used for laundry was not accessible due to a locked door.  The construction 

materials in the lunch room and men’s locker room consisted of linoleum, 

cinderblock, drywall, and suspended ceiling.  

An east-west hallway joined the maintenance garage to the gas garage.  The stucco on 

the walls of the hallway appeared to be a material that would typically appear on the 

exterior of a building and was identified as possible source of asbestos.  The north 

side of the hallway provided access to a tool room that contained hand tools, and an 

injector room that housed diagnostic equipment.  A stockroom was also accessed 
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from the north side of the hallway.  Materials in the stock room included wooden and 

metal storage racks that contained small parts and supplies.  The walls of the west 

portion of the stockroom contained windows and brick that typically appear on the 

exterior portion of a building.  The building materials found in the stock room and 

hallway provided an indication of how the building was constructed as several stages 

of additions (Photo 31, Appendix L).  

The boiler room was located on the south side of the hallway and was accessed by a 

concrete staircase.  The construction materials in the boiler room consisted of 

concrete, cinderblock, and brick.  Fiberglass insulation was noted in various locations 

in the boiler room.  The north portion of the boiler room contained a small storage 

room with wooden shelving that housed fluorescent light bulbs and miscellaneous 

boxes.  The central portion of the boiler room contained an electrical transformer, a 

sink, storage, a septic tank outlet, and a floor drain.  Liquid was visible in the floor 

drain.  The floor of the central boiler room had a large patch of concrete that had a 

different texture and appearance than the rest of the floor (Photo 26, Appendix L).  

Above the transformer, tarps were strung from the ceiling with ropes as protection 

from water leaks from the ceiling.  The paint on the walls was identified as a possible 

source of lead.  A natural gas smell was noted in this portion of the boiler room near 

the natural gas lines. 

The south portion of the boiler room contained the natural gas boiler system and hot 

water heater (Photo 27, Appendix L).  Five (5) storage containers of heat transfer 

fluid were stored in the southwest corner of the room.  An emergency exit door was 

located on the upper portion of the south wall.   

Gas Garage 

The gas garage occupied the southwest portion of the building.  Storage in the gas 

garage included compressed gases, forklifts, engine parts, ladders, windshields, fire 

extinguishers, bus batteries, a gas powered snow blower, bus tires, engine parts, and a 

service truck (Photo 30, Appendix L).  A self-contained parts washer (equipped with 

an oil skimmer) and a washer and dryer were located along the south wall of the gas 

garage (Photo 29, Appendix L).  The women’s locker room was located on the 

southwest wall and contained a shower and a washroom. 

The southernmost portion of the gas garage contained a steam bay (Photo 28, 

Appendix L).  The steam bay contained a retired hydraulic hoist and parts storage.  
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Floor grates ran east-west along both sides of the steam bay and an interceptor sump 

was located between the two (2) grates.   

Shop B 

Shop B occupied the north portion of the building.  The construction materials in 

Shop B consisted of concrete, cinderblock, and metal cladding (Photos 37 and 38, 

Appendix L).  

Shop B contained Hoists #6 to #10.  Hoists #6 to #9 were hydraulic and Hoist #10 

was electric (Photo 37, Appendix L).  The former hydraulic cylinder pit beneath Hoist 

#10 was filled-in with concrete.  The hoists occupied the central and east portions of 

the building.  

A storage room located in the southeast corner of Shop B contained an air compressor 

and the fluid distribution system for the building (Photos 33 and 34, Appendix L).  

Two (2) storage containers, approximately 1,000 L each, contained motor oil and 

one (1) storage container contained hydraulic fluid.  Storage drums (200 L) of 

transmission fluid, grease, hydraulic oil, and motor oil also occupied this room.  

Surficial staining on the concrete floor was noted throughout the room.  A large 

electrical panel was located adjacent to the fluid storage and distribution room. 

A storage room located on the east end of Shop B contained a storage container, 

approximately 1,000 L, containing hydraulic oil, and the fluid distribution for the 

hoists in Shop B (Photo 35, Appendix L).  Fluid was visible in reservoir located 

beneath the floor on the north side of the room and a strong sewer odor was noted 

(Photo 36, Appendix L).  Two (2) interceptor sumps and storage drums containing 

motor oil were located in the area between the two (2) storage rooms.  Fluid 

dispensing hose reels were suspended from the ceiling between each set of two (2) 

hoists.  The hoses were used to dispense various oils and automotive fluids required 

for the maintenance of the buses.  Additional items located in the central and east 

portions of Shop B included an anti-freeze recycling machine, a solvent parts washer, 

a wheel lift, and work stations.  A sandblasting cabinet was located along the 

northwest wall of Shop B and a battery room was located along the southwest wall of 

Shop B.  The battery room contained bus batteries, placed on benches and two (2) 

battery boosters (Photo 32, Appendix L).  Plastic barrels located along the walls of 

Shop B contained used oil filters.   
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The western portion of Shop B contained the bus interior wash and repair station, 

contained a floor grate that ran east-west and two (2) interceptor sumps.  Bus seats 

and cushions were stacked along the north wall alongside a small spray painting area.   

The concrete in the interceptor sumps throughout the building appeared (on visual 

inspection) to be in good repair and no cracks were noted.  Surficial staining was 

noted throughout Shop B.   

Adjacent Land Use 

North of 321 Avenue C North was residential houses.  

East of the property was the City of Saskatoon Transit staff parking lot, residential 

townhouses, Fleet Guide Truck and Trailer Repair, and the Holiday Inn Express Hotel 

and Suites.  

South of 321 Avenue C North was the City of Saskatoon Transit administration and 

bus storage building. 

West of the property, on Avenue D North was residential houses. 
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6.0 EVALUATION 

6.1 HYDROCARBONS 

301 23
rd

 Street West 

A previously completed remediation report detailed that two (2) diesel USTs and 

approximately 150 m
3
 of hydrocarbon impacted soil were removed from the north 

side of the property.  Hydrocarbon impacted soil located along the west portion of the 

excavation was left in place due to the recent installation of USTs.  Hydrocarbon 

impacted soil located along the south side of the excavation was left in place as to 

avoid disturbing the building. 

Surficial hydrocarbon staining was noted on the concrete floor throughout the bus 

storage barn and adjacent to the exterior of the building, on Avenue D North.  

Diesel particulate staining was observed on the walls of the administration portion of 

the building and on the exposed fiberglass insulation and surfaces on the ceiling of 

the bus storage barns.  

232 Avenue C North 

The Fire Department’s records indicate that a 250 gallon (1125 L) fuel tank was to be 

installed on 232 Avenue C North in 1951.  A return letter from the Fire Department to 

the Roto-Matic Company Ltd., dated 10 October 1951, approved the installation of 

oil burning equipment on 232 Avenue C North.  A permit number was written on this 

letter in pencil as #40540.  The list of permits provided by the City of Saskatoon for 

this property does not include this permit number and the 1958 fire insurance map 

does not identify a fuel tank on this property.  Evidence of an above ground fuel tank 

was not observed during aerial photograph interpretation.  Sufficient information was 

not available to determine whether or not this tank was installed on the property and 

if it was intended to be an above ground or underground tank.   

316 Avenue C North 

The trailer parking and repair and maintenance operations on the properties located 

east and north of 316 Avenue C North creates the concern for the potential of surface 

hydrocarbon contamination.  The topography of the area indicates a slight slope down 

from the east to the west.  There is a potential that surface water runoff could carry 

contaminants from the repair and maintenance operation to the Site.   
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Surficial hydrocarbon staining and an oily sheen on snow melt water were observed 

in the City of Saskatoon Transit maintenance garage parking lot located west of the 

property, across Avenue C North.  In addition, there were a number of underground 

fuel storage tanks on the maintenance garage site.  Groundwater flow in this area is 

likely to flow east towards the South Saskatchewan River providing the potential for 

contaminants (should they exist) to migrate to the property at 316 Avenue C North.   

321 Avenue C North 

Surficial hydrocarbon staining was observed throughout the parking lot located north 

of the building.  An oily sheen was also observed on snow melt water located near the 

man-door access the north parking lot.  Interview evidence indicated that when the 

original transit building that occupied the northern portion of the property was 

demolished, engine parts were buried in the former mechanic’s pits.   

Fuel tank vent lines were observed on the exterior of the northwest and southwest 

portions of the building.  The information provided through interviews, historical 

documents, and file searches was not able to confirm if all historic fuel and oil tanks 

were removed from the property.   

In-ground hydraulic hoists are known to potentially leak hydraulic oil.  Over the years 

the maintenance garage had numerous in-ground hydraulic hoists.  A potential exists 

that subsurface oil impacts have been created due to the existence and operation of 

the in-ground hydraulic hoists.   

6.2 FERTILIZERS AND PESTICIDES 

No evidence of pesticide use or storage was noted during the Site assessments.  No 

immediate environmental concerns were identified. 

6.3 ASBESTOS 

Much of the asbestos containing materials (ACM) such as pipe insulation have been 

removed from the buildings.  However, a number of materials were noted during the 

Site inspection that could potentially be ACM.   

In the building located at 301 24
th

 Street West, the sewer pipes in the men’s locker 

room were identified as asbestos cement pipe and the pipe elbows in the mechanical 

room were covered in an insulating compound that may potentially contain asbestos.  

Certain pipe in the ceiling of the bus storage barn at 301 23
rd

 Street West may have 
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ACM insulation.  Exterior stucco material observed in the east-west hallway between 

the maintenance garage and gasoline garage at 321 Avenue C North also potentially 

contains asbestos.  The construction materials of both transit buildings included 

cinderblock walls.  The vermiculite ore used as insulation in the voids of cinderblock 

walls constructed previous to the early 1980s may contain asbestos.   

Although insulation containing these materials (asbestos fibres) was not widely-used 

after the 1970s, it cannot be determined if asbestos is present without testing the 

materials.   

These types of materials pose little to no concern when undisturbed, however in order 

to prevent the exposure of workers and occupants to asbestos fibers, special 

precautions must be taken during maintenance, alterations, renovation and demolition 

activities that may disturb these materials.   

A consultant has been retained by the City of Saskatoon to conduct detailed phase II 

asbestos audits on the buildings located at 301 24
th

 Street West and 321 Avenue C 

North.   

6.4 METALS 

An auto body shop was located adjacent to and directly south of the property at 

301 24
th

 Street West.  Auto body shops can be sources of environmental metal 

impacts as well as poly-aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs), and petroleum hydrocarbons 

(PHCs).  Generally, these are surface impacts generated from sandblasting and 

painting activities.  As the building at 301 24
th

 Street West is built to the property 

line, the potential for impact (if it exists) is low to negligible.  During construction it 

is likely that the surface soils were excavated and removed in preparation for the 

construction of the foundation and floor slabs.   

6.5 LEAD-BASED MATERIALS 

Due to the age of the building located at 321 Avenue C North, lead-based paint may 

have been used during the early construction and maintenance.  Proper management 

and disposal procedures are required to ensure that lead-containing materials are 

handled appropriately if encountered during maintenance and renovation activities.  

Automotive batteries are also a potential source of lead and were noted in the west 

storage area of the gas garage, as well as in the battery storage room adjacent to 

Shop B at 321 Avenue C North.  Visual indications of improper storage of batteries

were not observed.  Proper storage and disposal of automotive batteries is required to 

ensure that lead-containing materials are not released into the environment. 

Due to the age of the some portions of the buildings at both 301 24
th

 Street West and 

321 Avenue C North, there may be elemental lead in some of the plumbing.   

No immediate environmental concerns were identified.  

6.6 EQUIPMENT CONTAINING MERCURY 

Thermostats in the buildings located at 301 24
th

 Street West and 321 Avenue C North 

may contain mercury.  No immediate environmental concerns were observed, 

however proper management and disposal procedures are required to ensure that 

mercury thermostats are handled appropriately if encountered during maintenance, 

renovation, and demolition activities.  

6.7 EQUIPMENT CONTAINING OZONE-DEPLETING SUBSTANCES (ODS) 

Refrigerators and cold drink dispensers were noted in the buildings located at 301 24
th

 

Street West and 321 Avenue C North.  No immediate environmental concerns were 

observed, however proper management and disposal procedures are required to 

ensure that ODS materials are handled appropriately during maintenance and 

renovation activities.  Regulations and good environmental stewardship require that 

equipment be kept in good repair and that a certified contractor be retained to 

undertake repair, maintenance, or decommissioning. 

6.8 POLYCHLORINATED BIPHENYLS (PCBS) 

Due to the age of the buildings located at 301 24
th

 Street West and 321 Avenue C 

North, PCBs may be present in the original electrical equipment and components, 

particularly old fluorescent light ballasts, capacitors, and transformers.  Since the late 

1970s and early1980s, PCBs have been phased out of electrical equipment.  No 

immediate environmental concerns regarding PCBs were identified.  Proper 

management and disposal procedures are required to ensure that PCB-containing 

materials are handled appropriately and in accordance to current regulations.   

Electrical transformers were noted on a power poles located on or adjacent to the 

properties being assessed.  Old transformers may contain PCB-based insulating oil.  

No immediate environmental concerns were identified.  
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6.9 UREA FORMALDEHYDE FOAM INSULATION (UFFI) 

Due to the age of the additions made to buildings located at 301 24
th

 Street West and 

321 Avenue C North, urea formaldehyde foam insulation (UFFI) may be present in 

the construction materials.  This investigation did not visually detect any signs of 

UFFI or find any documentation related to UFFI.  Proper management and disposal 

procedures are required to ensure that UFFI is handled appropriately if encountered 

during maintenance and renovation activities. 

6.10 MOULD AND FUNGUS 

Water staining was observed on ceilings tiles located throughout the administration 

building at 301 24
th

 Street West.  Moisture creates the potential for the development 

of mould and/or fungus.  If mould is encountered, proper management and disposal 

procedures are required to ensure that any mould is handled appropriately and in 

accordance to current regulations. 
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7.0 CONCLUSIONS 

The 301 24
th

 Street West property is currently used for the City of Saskatoon Transit 

administration centre and bus storage barn.  A previously completed remediation 

report indicated that hydrocarbon impacted soil was left in place beneath the 

northwest parking lot.  Surficial hydrocarbon staining was also noted throughout the 

bus storage barn and adjacent to the exterior of the building, on Avenue D North. 

Diesel particulate staining was observed on the walls of the administration portion of 

the building and on the exposed fiberglass insulation and surfaces on the ceiling of 

the bus storage barns.  A Phase II ESA investigation is required to confirm or refute 

the possibility of hydrocarbon related environmental impacts. 

The properties located at 230 Avenue C North, 232 Avenue C North, and 240 Avenue 

C North are currently used for City of Saskatoon Transit parking.  Sufficient 

information was not available to confirm or refute the presence of an underground 

fuel tank on the 232 Avenue C North property.  A Phase II investigation is required to 

confirm or refute the presence of a tank and if present, the possibility of related 

environmental impacts.   

The property located at 316 Avenue C North is currently used for the City of 

Saskatoon Transit (CST) staff parking.  Oily substances and stains were noted on the 

CST maintenance parking lot located west of this property.  Impacts from the 

maintenance operation to the west could potentially migrate to the property via 

surface water flow.  A number of underground fuel storage tanks have been operated 

at the CST maintenance site.  Interview evidence also indicated that engine parts were 

placed in the former mechanic’s pits of the original transit building when it was 

demolished.  A potential exists of subsurface environmental impacts migrating east 

(assumed direction of groundwater flow) to 316 Avenue C.  A Phase II ESA 

investigation is required to confirm or refute the possibility of environmental impacts. 

The property located at 321 Avenue C North is currently used as a CST maintenance 

building.  Interview evidence and available historical information was unable to 

determine if all historical fuel and oil tanks and related impacts were removed from 

the property.  Hydraulic hoists are currently located in the maintenance building.  

Hydraulic hoists can leak hydraulic fluid into the ground however, the probability of 

this having occurred cannot be determined with the information available.  Interview 
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evidence also indicated that engine parts were placed in the former mechanic’s pits of 

the original transit building when it was demolished.  A Phase II ESA investigation is 

required to confirm or refute the possibility of environmental impacts.  

Due to the age of the building located at 321 Avenue C North, lead-based paint may 

have been used during the early construction and maintenance.  Analysis of samples 

collected from the painted surfaces in the older portions of the building is required to 

confirm or refute the presence of lead containing paint.     
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9.0 LIMITATIONS 

In conducting this investigation on the Site and in rendering our findings and 

conclusions on the presence and/or level of environmental concern present, PINTER 

gives the benefit of its best judgment based on its experience and in accordance with 

generally accepted professional standards for this type of assessment.  Our 

conclusions are limited by the following considerations.  

 The scope of work requested to be undertaken. 

 Snow cover limited visual observation of exterior surfaces and ground cover 

on the Site. 

 The information provided by others. 

 The scope of work for the Phase I ESA was non-intrusive.  No samples of 

soil, groundwater or building materials were collected for laboratory analysis. 

PINTER has relied in good faith on information provided by the interviewees.  We 

accept no responsibility for any deficiencies or inaccuracies contained in this report 

resulting from omissions, misinterpretations or fraudulent acts of the persons 

interviewed.  Our conclusions are drawn from the information provided to PINTER, 

in whole or in part, during the course of this environmental site investigation and 

which have been included in this report. 

No environmental site assessment can wholly eliminate uncertainty regarding the 

potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a property.
