
Golf Canada Rules govern all play, 
except where modified by local rules. 

• Staked trees, cultivated tree wells, 
sprinkler heads, maintenance 
equipment, roads and paths are 
immovable obstructions. 
Drop within one club-length from the 
nearest point of relief (no closer to 
the hole). No penalty. 

• Out of bounds is defined by permanent 
fences and white stakes on the outside 
perimeter of the golf course. 

COURSE RULES 
• Each player must register with 

the Pro Shop, have a set of golf clubs, 
and a valid playing receipt before 
starting play. 

• Respect and follow the 
Attendant's direction. 

DRESS CODE 
• Out of respect for fellow patrons: 

Golfers are expected to wear proper 
golf attire at ail times including a full-
bodied shirt &suitable shorts or pants. 
Gentlemen are recommended to wear 
shirts with sleeves; Ladies may wear 
sleeveless shirts. 
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Shirts must be worn at all times. 6cposed 
midriffs, strapless or halter tops, and 
bathing suits are not permitted. 

• Foryour own personal safety: 
Suitable footwear must be worn at all 
times which may include soft-spike golf 

shoes, running shoes, sandals or soft 
soled shoes. To prevent damage to the 
golf course, no heels over one half inch 
or boots of any kind are permitted. Playing 
in bare feet is not permitted.
