LPFN is focused on enhancing the
quality of life for their members through the protection of Treaty. Through supporting and focusing on education, and
particularly post-secondary education for their members, they will contribute to the betterment of the First Nation community,
the province, and the global economy. Historically, Chief Little Pine was dedicated to improving the lives of his people,
enhancing government relations, and creating a unified Cree territory in South-West Saskatchewan.
