Community members raised $70,000 for the construction of a permanent library in 1991.

In the 1940's grades were grouped together to duplicate conditions found in rural areas for the
student teachers to learn.

In 1919, the first classes were held at the school with A. E Harris as the first Principal.
After community involvement, the city installed its first "skate park" which consisted of a raised
corner of a basketball tarmac.

For many years, the Scouts and Cubs met at Mayfair Church.

When the Century 21 used to be a bank, it was the most robbed bank location in all of Saskatoon.

The location Tim Hortons is now used to be the place where street cars would turn around.

Informal Community Garden where residents used to grow potatoes.
Called "The Five Horse Shoes."
J.M Cowie, vice princial at Mayfair School died in action in September of 1941.
Used to give out free wieners to the kids of the neighbourhood.
The location of the Travelodge used to be a large gravel pit
Used to have a soda fountain.
Used be a skating rink behind what is now Momentum Sports
In 1955, three young children and their dog, Skipper, died after their house caught fire. Eye
witnesses said the father, Mr. Fehr attempted to get back into the building to find his three children
but was unable to because of the mass of flames.

Its original location at 501 33rd street burnt down. They then relocated to avenue | and 33rd street.
After being fire bombed, they built the third Mayfair church that still stands today.

Used to be a skating rink in the winter and a field in the summer. Residents have had to fight for the
pool many times. Residents felt that if they could not go on vacation, at least they had the pool. At
times it got so busy that the girls would get fifteen minutes to swim and then with a whistle, the
boys would then take a turn for fifteen minutes. There would also be waterpolo games held at night.

Safeway is highly valued in our community. As the only grocery store in the vicinity, it supplies
affordable fresh food to the residents of Mayfair and surrounding communitites. | also really
appreciate how | recognize and know the cashiers. We must be very careful as a community to not
allow too many fast food restaurants to populate the business district.

Before there were any big box stores in Saskatoon, Mayfair Hardware was the place to go for almost
anything. The walls were filled to the ceiling. Bruce would even travel to other hardware stores
across the province to buy uncommon items to sell at his store. Bruce did not ever keep an
inventory on the computer but instead relied on his sharp memory.

Justin Beiber and Fleetwood Mac both stayed in this Hotel when they were in Saskatoon.

Mayfair Hardware has long been known for its Christmas trees for sale in the winter. There is a lot
just east of the store.

The Mayfair community has a long history. The plaque that marks the names of the Community
Association Presidents remains at Mayfair Library. Mayfair library is on the site that used to be the Community Association
community hall, where the community association used to meet.

Before the Industries moved into this area the cul-de-sacs on Idywyld used to back onto wheat and
barley fields
Called "The Diamond" because of the shape made by the railway tracks. Railway intersection of 33rd street and Warman Road
Mayfair Library used to operate out of the basement of the
community hall. When the community hall was torn down, residents
felt so strongly about their library that they raised $70,000 to build
the beautiful existina library.

When land was distributed for those interested in homesteading, the
Marr family was given land on the site of where Mayfair is today.
Homesteaders were given land for free if after three years they
fufilled certain requirments. There is no evidence that the Marr
family actually fufilled these requirements although they were given
the land at first.

Behind the five cul-de-sacs on Idywyld is a slope that children used
to use as a Toboggan Hill in the winter.
Dances were held every Saturday night until the community hall was
torn down.
The streetcar went up and down 33rd street until 1951.
Real ice cream. Made from cream, and from local milk.

Mayfair has undergone a transition from predominately home owners to many more landlords. The
presence of Students at Universal Career College and at Siast has influenced this.

Community members hope this will one day be a place for gardens and more affordable housing Abandonned CN Spur Line

Development happened in an organic way and in different stages, at
different time periods. This meant that in Mayfairs beginnings in
1920's, houses were sporatic and the lots in between were desolate
and muddy.
People that coud not afford to live in the subdivided Mayfair community lived in shacks further north .
. . Mayfair
and hidden along the riverbank.
Historically, on any given day the ice delivery, milk delivery and
bread delivery paraded the streets.
Mayfair was known to be full of families and many blue collar
workers. This was in contrast to Caswell Hill that was known for
wealthier residents and artists.
If you lived anywhere close to 33rd street. The street cars served as
an alarm clock at 6 am every morning
A few places in the neighbourhood had stables in the early years.
For example these Ruskin Stables.
Although this is not the case anymore, | used to know everyone on
my street by name.

A large yellow house that used to be home to very talented
gardeners. The residents used to have a large glass green house
that was since torn down that sold tomato and bedding plants.

Used to be a big slew Henry Kelsey Park
Hope Fellowship Church was formerly named Central Mennonite Church. Its original location was the
corner of Avenue C and 33rd Street (Safeway Parking lot). In 1966 it was moved to its present 32nd Street and Avenue |
