Bishop Mahoney was the leader of Saskatoon's Catholics
for 27 years and was fondly regarded by Catholics and
non-Catholics alike. He died on March 2, 1995.

"James Patrick, the son of Denis and Anna Mahoney, was born and
educated in Saskatoon and attended St. Peter's Seminary in London,
Ontario, prior to his ordination in 1952. During the first 15 years of
his priesthood, Fr. James served pastorally at St. Paul's Cathedral,
Delisle and Colonsay, taught at St. Paul's High School, and was the
first principal of Holy Cross High School. At forty years of age he was ordained as the fourth
bishop of the diocese of Saskatoon.
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
