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Scheduled power
outage tips

+ Have flashlights with fresh batteries handy.

+ If you have medical support equipment that is
dependent on electricity, have a back-up plan
to maintain the use of your equipment.

+ Charge up cell phones and other electronic devices
prior to the scheduled outage.

+ Use a battery operated alarm clock or cell phone.

+ Do not use barbecues, camping heating/cooking
equipment, or standby generators indoors.
Deadly carbon monoxide gas is produced by any
device fueled by natural gas, propane, heating oil,
kerosene, coal, charcoal, gasoline or wood.

+ Consider unplugging computers, televisions,
and other electronics before the outage. This
equipment can be sensitive to surges when
power service is restored.

+ Ensure you know how to override or manually
operate your garage doors.

+ If the power service to your home or business
is not restored on schedule, but you notice
your neighbours’ power has resumed,
