Conflict Zone Markings draw additional attention to the cyclist crossing and typically 
include green paint, bicycle stencils with directional arrows, and "elephant’s feet" 
(white dashed lines).

Zebra Crosswalk Markings are more visible to approaching vehicles compared to a 
conventional crosswalk and have been shown to improve yielding behavior.

In-Boulevard Two-Stage Left-Turn Queue Boxes provided a designated space for 
cyclists to queue when making a two-stage left-turn at an intersection. These queue 
boxes are typically slightly raised and are located at the corner of the intersection in 
the boulevard and outside the vehicular travel path.

Bicyle Signals provide direction to cyclists when crossing a street. Bicycle signal 
heads include circular lenses with red, amber and green bicycle outline on a black 
background to differentiate the signal head from the conventional signal head.

Protected Intersection Corners include raised corner islands to provide physical 
separation between queuing cyclists and turning motor vehicles, as well as setback 
cyclist crossings to improve driver sight lines and cyclist safety.
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
